Herelived Rev. Amos M. Merselles and where he had a cabinet shop.

Amos Merselleslived on Kise' s place, the first house on right from Kise's Corner.

Amos Stout named after Amos Merselles. Josha Stout, son of Amos Stout, was a printer.

Until flood of 1855 there was a bridge spanning the Delaware River at southernmost tip of Kingwood. Rev. Amos M.
Merselles served as one of many commissioners hamed in 1853 to incorporate the “ Point Pleasant Delaware Bridge
Company” to build this bridge.
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
